Prior to the course(s) the vocational education and training (VET) school‘establishes a
school-industry partnership together with the company. This includes a plan for the
training needs. The training is delivered as problem based learning, where an external
customer delivers a set of drawings to the class and asks them whether they can
deliver a product based on the specifications.
