They provide mechanisms for meaningful participation of children and youth
in our work, including through interviews, focus groups, polls and meetings. Children
are experts on their situation and the Ombudsman aim to amplify their voices. In this
presentation, Elisabeth Dahlin gives her view of the state of art almost two years af-
ter the CRC was made a law in Sweden. What positive changes have been observed,
and what gaps and challenges?
